Computer Loan Program

Introduction

Fort Hancock ISD has computers that have been restored.  These computers are in good working condition and have only had parts that were missing or broken replaced with newer parts. The district has been fortunate enough to acquire computers for use in labs, the library and for teachers' classrooms and is able to offer these computers for students to take home.

Statement of Purpose

These computers are being provided for students to do assignments at home.  It is also the district's goal that the students borrowing the computers will acquire additional computer skills that are in demand in today's job market. 

Training

Initial training will be provided to the students receiving the computers on how to connect the equipment and what programs are installed.  Students are encouraged to report any problems or ask questions that may arise to the Technology Dept.  Additional training can be provided if necessary.

Taking the Computer home

Transport of the computer to the student's home is the responsibility of the student's parent or guardian.  Computers are available to be picked up during the school day and after school until 4:30. Please call ahead if you can. 

Before taking the computers home, two forms will need to be signed by both the student and the parents.  An Equipment Usage Agreement form describing certain policies on equipment usage will need to be signed as well as this form before equipment is taken home.

The District will not provide a surge protector.  It is the student and parent's responsibility to purchase a surge protector to protect the computer from any power surges.  Surge protectors may be purchased at Wal-Mart or CompUSA.  The District will also not provide headphones, speakers, mouse pads, or floppy disks for copying student work to be printed at school.

What to do if the computer breaks

If the computer stops working, don't try to fix it.  Report the problem to the Technology Dept and some recommendations will be made to try.  If the computer still isn't working, bring the computer (the CPU only) to the Technology Dept.  If the computer can be fixed, it will be returned to you.  If the computer cannot be fixed, the computer and all inventory received will need to be returned to the District.  There may or may not be a replacement computer available.

1. Read through the attached forms.  Return forms to Mrs. Carr with your parent's signature.

2. Arrange for computer to be picked up by your parents and fill out Inventory and Equipment Usage Agreement forms.
